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This proposal is for rule making involving WAC 220-660-030, -050, -300 and -305. The rules are 
being modified to reflect changes to statute enacted in 2020 under Enhanced Substitute House 
Bill (ESHB) 1261:  

• Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) permitting for mineral prospecting involving motorized 
or gravity siphon equipment will all be conducted through standard HPAs. Previously, 
some of these activities were authorized under the Gold and Fish pamphlet rules.  

• Proof of compliance with the federal Clean Water Act will be required as part of a 
complete permit application for the above activities.  

• The department may reject an incomplete application for motorized or gravity siphon 
aquatic mining if the proposed project location or locations occur where they are 
prohibited under RCW 90.48.615  

 
In addition, the aquatic invasive species prevention requirements for suction dredge equipment 
will be expanded to include all motorized or gravity siphon equipment, and the annual suction 
dredge reporting requirement will be removed.  
 
ESHB 1261 prohibits motorized or gravity siphon aquatic mining or discharge of effluent from such 
activity to any waters of the state that has been designated under the Endangered Species Act as 
critical habitat, or would impact critical habitat for salmon, steelhead, or bull trout, including all fresh 
waters with designated uses of: salmonid spawning, rearing, and migration. This rule making does not 
directly incorporate the new prohibitions, which are found in Chapter 90.48.6615 RCW. However, the 
scope of motorized or gravity siphon aquatic mining statewide is considerably reduced, and therefore 
HPA permitting activity is also anticipated to be reduced.

WDFW is the sole authority regulating hydraulic projects under Chapter 77.55 RCW, and the only state 
agency that regulates hydraulic projects solely for the protection of all fish life. The U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, Washington Department of Ecology, Washington Department of Natural Resources, 
Washington State Parks, local governments, and tribes also regulate certain aspects of hydraulic 
projects under their own authorities. National Marine Fisheries Service and U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service regulate the “take” of threatened or endangered species listed under the federal Endangered 
Species Act. Federal land managers, including U.S. Forest Service, National Parks Service, and Bureau of 
Land Management, regulate activities occurring on federal lands and have an interest in state hydraulic 
code regulations. Tribes regulate fisheries and certain aspects of construction projects on tribal lands. 
Each of these entities will be invited to comment on draft rules during the rulemaking process. Their 
comments and concerns will be carefully considered in rule change decisions.  
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
