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This proposal is for rule making involving WAC 220-660-370. The rules are being amended to 
incorporate statutory requirements enacted in 2021 under Substitute Senate Bill 5273. These 
statutory requirements became effective July 25, 2021. Changes to the rule include: 

• For the protection of fish life, replacement of residential marine shoreline stabilization 
must utilize the least impacting technically feasible alternative; 

• Alternatives are identified from most to least preferred; 
• A site assessment and alternatives analysis report prepared by a qualified professional 

is required as part of a complete application for a Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) 
permit for this type of project; and 

• Mandatory report elements are identified. 
The amendments affect how Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA) permits are processed.  
 
To implement these requirements from statute and rule, the proposed rule also describes 
processing procedures for emergency and expedited HPA applications for the following marine 
project types: 

• new shoreline stabilization;  
• waterward replacement of shoreline stabilization; and 
• replacement of residential shoreline stabilization.    

These processing procedures ensure that emergency and expedited permits can be issued in a 
timely manner while still complying with the standard of “least impacting technically feasible 
alternative”.

This proposal regarding the HPA permitting program does not include new measures to protect 
or conserve plants, animals, fish, habitat, and marine life. The purpose of the HPA permitting 
program is the protection of fish and their habitat. Relevant measures are already established in 
WAC 220-660 and in the statutory requirements of RCW 77.55.

requirements for the protection of the environment.  
WDFW is the sole authority regulating hydraulic projects under Chapter 77.55 RCW, and the only state 
agency that regulates hydraulic projects solely for the protection of all fish life. The U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, Washington Department of Ecology, Washington Department of Natural Resources, 
Washington State Parks, local governments, and tribes also regulate certain aspects of hydraulic 
projects under their own authorities. National Marine Fisheries Service and U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service regulate the “take” of threatened or endangered species listed under the federal Endangered 
Species Act. Federal land managers, including U.S. Forest Service, National Parks Service, and Bureau of 
Land Management, regulate activities occurring on federal lands and have an interest in state hydraulic 
code regulations. Tribes regulate fisheries and certain aspects of construction projects on tribal lands. 
Each of these entities has been invited to comment on draft rules during the rulemaking process. Their 
comments and concerns will be carefully considered in rule change decisions.  
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
