This shooting preserve proposal will enhance agricultural lands currently enrolled in the 
Conservation Reserve Program.

Neighboring active farmland managed by the owner will also enhance wildlife habitat.

On approximately 960 acres out of 3200, (and 12,000 counting contiguous farmland); we 
propose a shooting preserve with no impact to surrounding activity.

The plan is to purchase adult birds as they are released. We are prepared to have temporary 
holding, so birds can be release in a timely manner.

Eventually, a dedicated RV park may be added, should the recreational use prove successful. 
There is ample space to expand, but expansion is not immediately planned. As the applicant 
owns property surrounding the footprint, and owns/leases neighboring property - no impact is 
anticipated.

Once permitted, we hope to allow hunts several times per week as birds are available, and in 
compliance with state regulation.
