Management Measures
Pot Limit – starting the season with a pot limit is easier than doing during the 
season and allows vessels to have extra buoy tags available for inspection
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SMA Revisions
Management Measures
State-QIN management agreement calls for specific changes to the SMA

SMA Revisions
1. A minimum adjustment to the western boundary of 10 

fathoms will be a first step.
a. Alternative or additional adjustments may be made if agreed to by both parties.

2. A minimum adjustment to the southern and northern 
boundary of five miles will be a first step.

a. Alternative or additional adjustment may be made if agreed to by both parties.
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WDFW Proposal

Pot limit:
• Entire coast limited to 400/250 for first 30 days
• 300/185 in U&A, until further notice
o Additional pots (e.g., extra 100/65) can be fished 

outside of the U&A
SMA Revisions:
• Evaluate catch rate for potential March 1 

adjustment
