WAC 232-28-62000Y Coastal salmon seasons.

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 232-28-620, effective 12:01 a.m. July 8, 2010, until
further notice, it is unlawful to fish for salmon in coastal waters except as provided for in this
section, provided that unless otherwise amended, all permanent rules remain in effect:

(1) Area 1: Open seven days per week until further notice: Daily limit 2 salmon, except release
wild coho.

(2) Areas 2: Open Sunday through Thursday until further notice: Daily limit 2 salmon, except
release wild coho.

(3) Area 3: Open Tuesday through Saturday until further notice: Daily limit 2 salmon, except
release wild coho.

(4) Area 4:

(a) Open Tuesday through Saturday until further notice: Daily limit 2 salmon, except release
wild coho.

(i) Beginning August 1, release Chinook east of the Bonilla-Tatoosh Line.

(i) Beginning August 1, release chum.
