Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-47-027:  Effective 12:00 p.m. September 21, 2014 
through 12:00 p.m. September 22, 2014, a person may fish for salmon for commercial purposes 
in waters of Willapa Bay Catch Areas 2N, 2U, 2T, 2R, and 2M, provided that unless otherwise 
amended, all permanent rules remain in effect.
