Reasons for this finding:  Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife will increase winter recreational opportunity 

in inland waters throughout the Puget Sound and SW Washington regions by stocking more than 300,000 

catchable-size (10 to 12 inches) or larger rainbow trout. Changes to rules are needed to provide for the additional 

angling opportunity enabled by the stocking. There is insufficient time to adopt permanent rules.

N E W   S E C T I O N

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-180, effective November 1 through November 
30, 2014, in the waters of Cases Pond (Pacific Co.): 

(1)  Daily limit of 10 trout. 

(2)  No size restriction.

Reasons for this finding: The Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife will increase winter 
recreational opportunity in inland waters throughout the Puget Sound region by stocking more 
than 300,000 catchable-size (10 to 12 inches) or larger rainbow trout. Changes to rules are 
needed to provide for the additional opportunity enabled by the stocking. There is insufficient 
time to adopt permanent rules.
