NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-18500A Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Southwest.
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-185, it is unlawful to violate the following
provisions, provided that unless otherwise amended, all permanent rules remain in effect:

(1) Grays River (Wahkiakum Co.): Effective May 17 through June 5, it is permissible to
fish in waters of the Grays River from mouth to the South Fork:
(@) Daily limit is six fish of which no more than two may be hatchery adult Chinook
or hatchery steelhead, or one of each.
(b) Salmon minimum size is 12 inches.
(c) Wild Chinook and wild steelhead must be released.
(d) Release all fish except hatchery Chinook and hatchery steelhead.

(2) West Fork Grays River (Wahkiakum Co.) Effective May 17 through June 5, it is
permissible to fish in waters of the West Fork Grays River from the mouth upstream to the
hatchery intake/footbridge:

(@) Daily limit is six fish of which no more than two may be hatchery adult Chinook
or hatchery steelhead, or one of each.

(b) Salmon minimum size is 12 inches.

(c) Wild Chinook and wild steelhead must be released.

(d) Release all fish except hatchery Chinook and hatchery steelhead.

REPEALER

The following section of the Washington Administrative Code is repealed effective June 6,
2015:

WAC 220-310-18500A Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Southwest.
