NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-18000R Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Coastal
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-180, it is unlawful to violate the following
provisions, provided that unless otherwise amended, all permanent rules remain in effect:

Sol Duc River (Clallam County) Effective June 18, 2015, until further notice it is unlawful to
fish in those waters of the Sol Duc River from 200 feet below the Sol Duc Hatchery outfall
creek upstream to the concrete pump station at Sol Duc Hatchery.
