 N E W   S E C T I O N 

   WAC 220-310-20000P  Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Columbia River.                             
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-200, effective July 1 through July 13, 2015, it 
is unlawful to violate the following provisions, provided that unless otherwise amended, all 
permanent rules remain in effect: 
 

(1) In those waters from Priest Rapids Dam to Rock Island Dam it is permissible to retain six 
sockeye in the daily limit when open for salmon fishing. 

(2) Closed waters: Rock Island Dam, between the upstream line of Rock Island Dam to 
boundary markers 400 feet downstream of the fish ladders. 

 
N E W   S E C T I O N 

   WAC 220-310-19500W  Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Eastside.                             
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-195, it is unlawful to violate the following 
provisions, provided that unless otherwise amended, all permanent rules remain in effect: 
 

(1) Chelan River (Chelan County): From the railroad bridge to the Chelan P.U.D. safety 
barrier below the power house: 

(a) Salmon: Open July 1, 2015, until further notice. 
(b) Limit 8; no more than 2 adult hatchery Chinook and no more than 6 sockeye may be 

retained. 
(c) Release coho and wild adult Chinook. 
(d) Anti-snagging rule and night closure in effect. 
(e) Barbless hooks are required for salmon and steelhead. 
 
(2) Okanogan River (Okanogan County): 
(a)  In waters of the Okanogan River open for salmon fishing it is permissible to retain 6 

sockeye salmon in the daily limit. 
 
(3)  Similkameen River (Okanogan County): 
(a)  In waters of the Similkameen River open for salmon fishing it is permissible to retain 6 

sockeye salmon in the daily limit. 
(b)  Closed waters: From Enloe Dam downstream 400 feet.
