NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-18500C Southwest — Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules.

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-185, effective July 18, 2015, until further
notice, it is unlawful to violate the provisions below. Unless otherwise amended, all permanent
rules remain in effect:

(1) East Fork Lewis River from mouth upstream to top boat ramp at Lewisville Park:
Closed to all angling.

(2) East Fork Lewis River from top boat ramp at Lewisville Park upstream to 400 feet
below Horseshoe Falls: Closed to all angling daily from 2 pm. to one hour before
official sunrise.

(3) Washougal River from mouth upstream to Mt. Norway Bridge: Closed to all angling.

(4) Washougal River from Mt. Norway Bridge upstream to the Salmon Falls Bridge:
Closed to all angling daily from 2 pm. to one hour before official sunrise.
(@) Night closure and anti-snagging rules will be in effect. Only fish hooked inside
the mouth may be retained.
