Reasons for this finding:  Low waters are reducing the available holding habitat for spring Chinook and 

concentrating them into fewer and smaller pools.  This makes them more vulnerable to fishing pressure.  Spring 

Chinook will be holding in the North and South forks of the Newaukum River until September when spawning 

begins.  Increased water temperatures and higher potential encounter rates subject these fish to stress, injury, or 

death.

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-180, effective August 11, 2015, until further 
notice the following waters are closed to all fishing: 

(1) The Newaukum River 

(2) The Newaukum River, South Fork, 

(3) The Newaukum River, North Fork, 

(4) The Newaukum River, Middle Fork, 

(5) Lucas Creek,
