NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-18500E Southwest — Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules.
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-185, effective November 1, 2015, until further
notice it is unlawful to violate the following provisions, provided that unless otherwise amended,
all permanent rules remain in effect:

(1) The following restrictions apply during the open times in the waters listed in this section:

(@) Daily limit is 6 fish of which no more than 2 may be adults of which no more than 1 may
be a hatchery adult coho.

(b) Release all salmon other than hatchery Chinook and hatchery coho.
