NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-18500F Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Southwest.

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-185, effective immediately through
December 31, 2015, it is permissible to fish in the waters of Swift Reservoir from the Dam
upstream to Eagle Cliff Bridge

(1) The daily limit is 10 trout. For trout, only rainbow trout with an adipose clipped fin and a
healed scar at the location of the clipped fin may be retained. All bull trout and steelhead must
be released.

(2) Landlocked rules will also be in effect (salmon count towards the trout daily limit); however,
all salmon larger than 15 inches must be released.

(3) Selective gear rules will remain in effect from markers approximately 3/8 mile below Eagle
Cliff Bridge upstream to the bridge.
