Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-195, effective April 12 through May 13, 2016,
all smallmouth bass tagged in the dorsal fin with an orange spaghetti tag must be released in
those waters of the Lower Yakima River and Columbia River in the Yakima Delta area near
Bateman Island, Benton Co.
