N E W   S E C T I O N 

   WAC 220-310-18000R  Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Coastal.           
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-180, effective April 16 through June 30, 2016, 
it is permissible to fish for salmon in the waters of the Chehalis River from the mouth (Highway 
101 Bridge) to the Highway 6 Bridge in the town of Adna.  Daily limit of one salmon.

Reasons for this finding: The Department is in the process of adopting permanent rules that are 
necessary to implement the personal use fishing plans agreed-to with resource co-managers at 
the North of Falcon proceedings. These emergency rules are necessary to comply with agreed-to 
management plans, and are interim until permanent rules take effect.
