The summer-period white sturgeon retention season in
Bonneville Reservoir remains in place. Catch and release is allowed during non-retention periods, except within
the May-July sturgeon spawning sanctuaries. This emergency rule is consistent with the Joint Washington-Oregon
Action of April 27 2016 and conforms Washington state rules with Oregon state rules. There is insufficient time to
adopt permanent rules.

NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-200001 Exceptions to statewide rules—Columbia River sturgeon.
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-200:

(1) June 18 and July 1, 2016, it is permissible to retain white sturgeon between 38-inches
minimum and 54-inches maximum fork length caught in those waters of the Columbia
River and tributaries from Bonneville Dam upstream to sturgeon spawning Sanctuary
boundary located 1.8 miles downstream of The Dalles Dam.

(2) Effective immediately until further notice, except for the specific dates described in
subsection (1) of this section, it is unlawful to retain sturgeon caught in those waters of
the Columbia River and tributaries from Bonneville Dam upstream to The Dalles
Dam. Catch and release is permissible except from May 1 through July 31, 2016 in
the sturgeon spawning Sanctuary located from The Dalles Dam downstream 1.8 miles.

(3) Effective April 30, 2016, until further notice, it is unlawful to retain white sturgeon
caught in those waters of the Columbia River and in all adjacent Washington
tributaries from The Dalles Dam upstream to John Day Dam. Catch and release is
permissible except from May 1 through July 31, 2016 in the sturgeon spawning
Sanctuary located from John Day Dam downstream 2.4 miles.
