N E W   S E C T I O N  
 
WAC 220-55-24000A  Personal-Use Licenses. 
Notwithstanding the provisions of Chapter 220-55, WAC, effective immediately through 

11:59 p.m. August 30, 2016, a fishing license is not required for any person, regardless of age or 
residency, to fish for or possess fish and shellfish.  A fish and wildlife vehicle access pass and a 
Discover Pass are not required to utilize department lands and water access sites.  Anglers may 
fish with two poles in all waters where it is legal to do so without purchasing a two-pole 
endorsement.  Anglers may also fish in all open areas of the Columbia River and tributaries 
without purchasing a Columbia River endorsement. Anglers may also crab in all open areas of 
Puget Sound without purchasing a Puget Sound crab endorsement.  Unless otherwise amended, 
all other permanent rules remain in effect.
