N E W   S E C T I O N 

   WAC 220-310-18000Y  Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Coastal.                            
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-180, effective immediately through January 2, 
2017, it is permissible to fish in waters of South Pond at the Bogachiel Hatchery: 

  (1) Open days per week. 

  (2)  Statewide rules apply with a daily limit of 5 trout.
