Reasons for this finding: This emergency rule is needed to reopen a portion of the Nisqually River which was closed

earlier by emergency rule filing WSR 16-18-084. Egg-take goals have been met at Kalama and Clear Creek
hatcheries. The co-managers agree that the coho return is strong enough to support limited sport and tribal
fisheries. There is insufficient time to adopt permanent rules.
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NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-19000X Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Puget Sound.
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-190, effective October 22, 2016, until further
notice it is permissible to fish for salmon and gamefish in those waters of the Nisqually River
from the mouth to military tank crossing bridge (located one mile upstream of mouth of Muck
Creek).

(1) Salmon: Daily limit of 2 hatchery adult coho only. Release all Chinook, all chum, wild coho
and wild steelhead.

(2) Trout: Daily limit of 2, minimum size 14 inches. Other gamefish statewide minimum
size/daily limits apply.
