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Executive Summary   
 
The 2001 Legislature, through the passage of Engrossed Substitute House Bill 1655, 
directed the Fish and Wildlife Commission to appoint seven volunteers with disabilities 
to serve on an advisory committee as a pilot program expiring on July 1, 2005.  In 
2005, the Legislature extended this program for an additional three years, through July 
1, 2008. 
  
Following recruitment efforts by the Department and Commission office staff, the 
Commission’s wildlife committee conducted interviews and selected members from a 
small pool of candidates.  Initial appointments to the Committee were completed in 
November 2002.  Since 2005, four new members have been appointed to fill vacancies.  
 
The Commission’s Advisory Committee for Persons with Disabilities generally represents 
the interests of disabled hunters, fishers, and wildlife viewers on matters such as special 
hunts, modified sporting equipment, access to public land, and hunting and fishing 
opportunities for persons with disabilities.  Pursuant to RCW 77.04.150, the Commission 
is directed to present a report to the appropriate legislative committees detailing the 
effectiveness of the Committee, including information on participation levels, general 
interest, quality of advice, and recommendations for the Advisory Committee’s 
continuance or modification. 
 
The Advisory Committee works closely with the Washington Department of Fish and 
Wildlife’s Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Committee, which is chaired by Brenda 
Kane, ADA Program Manager.  The Advisory Committee consists of one representative 
from each Department program and region, and includes members from the Recreation 
and Conservation Office, and the Department of Natural Resources.  The Chair of the 
Advisory Committee also participates in meetings and activities of the Department’s 
ADA Committee, and the ADA Committee coordinator serves as staff person for the 
Advisory Committee.   
 
Unlike the ADA Committee, the Advisory Committee is comprised of constituents with 
disabilities from each region of the state, plus one at-large member, and none are 
Department employees.  Working closely with the Department’s ADA Committee, the 
Advisory Committee has presented items of interest to the Fish and Wildlife Commission 
that have led to rule-making decisions of benefit to the community of hunters, fishers, 
and wildlife-viewers with disabilities.

ADVISORY COMMITTEE ACTIVITIES 
 
Recommendations to the Commission 
 

Working with the Department’s ADA Committee members and staff, the Commission’s 
Advisory Committee proposed amendments to WAC 232-12-828, Hunting of Game 
Birds and Animals by persons with disability, RCW 77.32.480, and supported 
Fish and Wildlife Commission rule action amending the following: 

 

� WAC 232-12-828 (5) & (6) to allow shooting “along the side of the maintained 
portion of a public road” 

� RCW 77.32.480 Reduce rate licenses (fishing and hunting)  
� Changed WAC 323-12-828 rules to allow “scopes” for Muzzleloaders and 

Crossbows hunters.  
� Changed rules allowing electric motors for persons with disabilities on restricted 

lakes. 
 

Additional Recommendations: 
 
� Supported the adoption of additional elk permits for persons with disabilities in the 

Mount St. Helens and Mud Flow areas (an additional 25 permits). 
 
� Developed with the Department’s Wildlife Program, criteria to establishing what are 

acceptable road access areas for harvesting big game animals.  Road access area 
must have these criteria: must have a road, must be able to see areas away from 
the road (open), and the game biologist must be able to identify game to be hunted 
in that area.    
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Participation Levels 
 

From January 2005 through 2007, members of the Advisory Committee have 
donated a total of 6745 volunteer hours, and an average of $6530 per year has 
been paid in travel reimbursement costs to members from the Commission’s 
operating budget. 

 
Meetings 
 
This committee has met nine times since January 2005 and elected Albert W. (Bill) 
Vincent from Region 4, as chairperson.  The following topics were discussed:  Possible 
future issues of importance to hunters and fishers, wildlife viewing, and need for a 
mission statement, goals and objectives.  This Committee wants to have measurable 
goals and objectives so at the time of evaluation the Commission can track the 
usefulness of this committee and report back to the Legislature regarding its 
performance and support. 
 
Refer to meeting minutes for January 2005 to November 2007 meetings. 
 
Some of the issues to be considered at the next meeting, in January 2008: 
 

1. Electric motor use on all rivers with motor restrictions. 
2. Review Special Use Permit use and make recommendation to streamline the 

process. 
3. Review permit allocations. 
4. Work with DNR for more opportunities behind locked gates. 
5. Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife’s Americans with Disabilities Act 

(ADA) Committee to establish type of codes use by licensing to define types of 
needs of the disabled person.

(b) A permanently disabled person who is unable to walk 

without the use of assistance from a brace, cane, crutch, 
wheelchair, scooter, walker, or other assistive device;

RCW 77.04.150 
Disabled hunters and fishers -- Advisory committee -- Composition -- Terms -- Pilot 
project -- Report to the legislature.  
(1) The commission must appoint an advisory committee to generally represent the interests of 
disabled hunters and fishers on matters including, but not limited to, special hunts, modified 
sporting equipment, access to public land, and hunting and fishing opportunities. The advisory 
committee is composed of seven members, each being a person with a disability. The advisory 
committee members must represent the entire state. The members must be appointed so that 
each of the six department administrative regions, as they existed on January 1, 2001, are 
represented with one resident on the advisory committee. One additional member must be 
appointed at large. The chair of the advisory committee must be a member of the advisory 
committee and shall be selected by the members of the advisory committee. 
 
(2) For the purposes of this section, a person with a disability includes but is not limited to: 
     (a) A permanently disabled person who is not ambulatory over natural terrain without a 
prosthesis or assistive device; 
     (b) A permanently disabled person who is unable to walk without the use of assistance from 
a brace, cane, crutch, wheelchair, scooter, walker, or other assistive device; 
     (c) A person who has a cardiac condition to the extent that the person's functional limitations 
are severe; 
     (d) A person who is restricted by lung disease to the extent that the person's functional 
limitations are severe; 
     (e) A person who is totally blind or visually impaired; or 
     (f) A permanently disabled person with upper or lower extremity impairments who does not 
have the use of one or both upper or lower extremities. 
 
(3) The members of the advisory committee are appointed for a four-year term. If a vacancy 
occurs on the advisory committee prior to the expiration of a term, the commission must appoint 
a replacement within sixty days to complete the term. 
 
(4) The advisory committee must meet at least semiannually, and may meet at other times as 
requested by a majority of the advisory committee members for any express purpose that 
directly relates to the duties set forth in subsection (1) of this section. A majority of members 
currently serving on the advisory committee constitutes a quorum. The department must provide 
staff support for all official advisory committee meetings. 
 
(5) Each member of the advisory committee shall serve without compensation but may be 
reimbursed for travel expenses as authorized in RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. 
 
(6) The members of the advisory committee, or individuals acting on their behalf, are immune 
from civil liability for official acts performed in the course of their duties. 
 
(7) The provisions of this section constitute a pilot program that expires July 1, 2008. On 
December 1, 2007, the commission shall present a report to the appropriate legislative 
committees detailing the effectiveness of the advisory committee, including, but not limited to, 
the participation levels, general interest, quality of advice, and recommendations as to the 
advisory committee's continuance or modification.
