232-28-273 - Moose 

• Currently, 10 master hunter permits provided 

• In recent years, few used 

• Recommended changes to allow flexibility: 

–  Permits to allow taking bulls as well as cows 

–  Season begins 1 August (rather than 1 December) 

–  Expand geographic scope   
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232-28-273 - Moose 

• New hunting opportunity in Parker Lake area 
(GMU 117): 

–  Early season (Sep 1-26), Archery only, 2 permits 

– Not-quite-so-early season (Sep 27-Oct 5), 
Muzzleloader only, 2 permits 

– Any moose (mostly bulls)
