e No targeting eggs for sale

® Explore alternative gear that has very low mortality on fish to be released*

® No gillnets after November 1% to protect steelhead

® Make Willapa River “primary” population designation for Chinook and Naselle River
“contributing” population designation

* Identify and remove grates from tidal impacted culverts

® Buyout gill netters liberally

® Require timber companies to hand remove brush. No more spraying. All goes into watershed
and kills insects etc. that fry eat in streams and bays

* Require timber companies to grind their slash piles or leave them rather than burning. Bad for
air, bad for environment. Nutrients needed in soil for new growth.

e Remove “unnatural” creosoted old wharf pilings, slowly seep poison. Remove left over plastic
from rented beds, don’t belong

e Creel program for the recreational fishery in Willapa Bay*

e Re-establish cutthroat retention in freshwater fisheries

e No commercial harvest in 2N and 2M prior to September ? i

e Increased bag limits for Chinook and Coho in freshwater and marine recreational fisheries*

e Don't allow bait to be used for recreational salmon fisheries (lures only)

e Increase freshwater recreational access

e On-board monitoring program for commercial fisheries in November to estimate steelhead
encounters*

Commercial

e Salmon mitigation

e Season should be extended beyond what it currently is

e No November

e Start September 16"

e Have a limited entry fishery to keep Columbia River fishers out and coming to Willapa Bay if
