Other Issues
· Better notification of changes to fishery schedules (GH Commercial)
Review Options Document
· No increase to recreational or commercial fisheries
· Need performance based goals
· Coho should be managed stream by stream
· Commercial fishery should start before September 15th
· Commercial fishery should fish 2 days a week for Chinook to control hatchery surpluses
· Don’t agree with commission guidance
· Fish traps in Nemah (alternative gear) for hatchery Chinook
· No aggregate goals for all species
· Develop options around alternative gear
· Commercial fishery should start after September 1st
· Push hatchery run timing back two weeks
· Similar commercial schedule as 2014
· Open all areas for freshwater recreational fishing
· Develop options for freshwater recreational fishery
· Support for option 1B
· Increase Chinook hatchery production Naselle- 6 million, Forks 600-800 thousand
· Access in the south bay to harvest hatchery Chinook prior to September 15th (2M and 2N)
· Use alternative gear to harvest hatchery Chinook in terminal areas
· Use smaller gear in 2T and 2U to allow commercial fishing
· Support for Chum portion of option 2B
· Don’t change population designation for Chinook primary from Naselle to Willapa
· Maintain or increase hatchery production for all species
· Allow more hatchery fish on the spawning grounds
· Increase bag limits in freshwater and marine recreational fisheries
· Decrease hatchery production to save wild Chinook
· Spawn larger fish

· Disagree with recreational priority for Chinook

· Maintain dip-in fishery
