ALTERNATIVE COMMERCIAL SALMON FISHING GEARS  & METHODS:  LOWER COLUMBIA RIVER & ESTUARY – PURSE SEIN, BEACH SEINE and ADDITIONAL METHODS  
The Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) is seeking bids to provide fishing services (vessel and operator/crew) to fish for salmon in the Columbia River for the purpose of testing certain types of commercial gear.  WDFW reserves the right to hire one or more successful bidders for this project.  WDFW also reserves the right to select the best vessel/operator as needed based on equipment needs and location of services to be provided.   Initial contracts will be written for a period of six months to one year with the option, at WDFW sole discretion, to renew contracts for a total not to exceed six years. Bid Process:

Carefully read the entire Statement of Work document to ensure you can perform the services as required and that you have the necessary, vessel, equipment, experience, and required insurance, etc.  You may obtain required insurance after awarded a contract but it must be in place and valid before any work may be performed.  After thoroughly reviewing the Statement of Work and other bid documents, you need to complete the Questions form.  All information requested regarding years of experience are for years of experience as a professional/commercial operator.  
How Bids Will Be Evaluated:

WDFW will review all proposals to ensure that each bid meets all requirements and then will score them on the following weighting:


Cost – 30%



Includes daily rate, deployment cost, and any additional costs for modifications, etc.

General Experience – 30%

Based on information provided in your proposal.

Best Suited for Project – 40%
Over-all best suited for project/location based on experience, equipment, proposed fishing locations, etc.  Soundness of concepts/ideas, feasibility of any proposed unique process.

Oral Interview (if necessary)
- 20%
WDFW may request that highest scoring bidders (finalists) participate in an oral interview for clarification purposes.  Scores for interviews will be added to written proposal scores to determine who the winning bidders are.
How to Submit Your Proposal:

Return your completed Bid to the RFQQ Coordinator no later than 4 p.m., March 16, 2011.   You must use the forms provided by WDFW.  Proposals may be submitted via email, fax, US mail, or hand delivered, etc.  WDFW will not be responsible for any errors in delivery of your proposal.  Give yourself enough time to make sure it will be received by WDFW on time.  Late bids will not be accepted (even if only 1 minute late) – do not be late!

Debriefing/Protest Procedure:
1. Debriefing of Unsuccessful Proposers


Bidders which submitted a proposal that was not selected will be given the opportunity for a debriefing conference.  The request for a debriefing conference must be received by the RFQQ Coordinator within three (3) business days after the Notification of Unsuccessful Bidder award is transmitted to the Bidder.  The debriefing should be held within three (3) business days of the request.



Discussion will be limited to a critique of the requesting Bidder’s proposal.   Comparisons between proposals or evaluations of the other proposals will not be allowed.  Debriefing conferences may be conducted in person, by telephone or through email communication and will be scheduled for a maximum of one hour.

Protest Procedures


This procedure is available to Bidders who submitted a response to this solicitation document and who have participated in a debriefing conference.  Upon completing the debriefing conference, the Bidder must request a Notification of Protest Form from the RFQQ Coordinator and file the protest, within three (4) business days of he debriefing, with the RFQQ Coordinator.



Bidders protesting this procurement shall follow the procedures described herein.  Protests that do not follow these procedures shall not be considered.  This protest procedure constitutes the sole administrative remedy available to Bidders under this procurement.

The Notification of Protest form, must be completed, signed by the protesting bidder or an authorized representative.   The protest must state the grounds for the protest with specific and complete statements of the action(s) being protested.  A description of the relief or corrective action being requested should also be included. All protests shall be addressed to the RFQQ Coordinator.



Only protests stipulating an issue of fact concerning the following subjects shall be considered:

· a matter of bias, discrimination or conflict of interest on the part of the evaluator;

· errors in computing the score;

· non-compliance with procedures described in the procurement document.



Protests must be based on these factors to be considered.



Upon receipt of a protest, a protest review will be held by the WDFW.  All available facts will be considered and a decision will be issued by the WDFW director or his/her designee in five business days of receipt of the protest.  If additional time is required, the protesting party will be notified of the delay. 



In the event a protest may affect the interest of another Bidder that submitted a proposal, such Bidder will be given an opportunity to submit its views and any relevant information on the protest to the RFQQ Coordinator.

The final determination of the protest shall:

· Find the protest lacking in merit and uphold the WDFW’s action; or

· Find only technical or harmless errors in the WDFW’s acquisition process conduct and determine the WDFW to be in substantially compliance and reject the protest; or

· Find merit in the protest and provide the WDFW options that may include:

· Correct the errors and re-evaluate all proposals, and/or

· Reissue the solicitation document.

· Make other findings and determine other courses of action as appropriate.

If the WDFW determines that the protest is without merit, the WDFW will enter into a contract with the apparently successful contractor(s).

Contract Signing:

Any bidder offered a contract will have one week to sign the actual contract document with WDFW.  A copy of the proposed contract with terms and conditions is available to bidders upon request.  It is recommended that bidders request a copy of the proposed contract document before submitting a bid to ensure you can meet the signing deadline.  If the contract is not signed within one week of award, WDFW reserves the right to offer the contract to the next best bidder.
