The Joint States met today and took the following actions:

2013 Columbia River Fall Chinook Recreational Fishery

Buoy 10 upstream to Warrior Rock line

Season 1. Friday September 13 through Monday September 30, 2013

Daily bag Two adult hatchery (adipose fin-clipped) salmon or steelhead.
limit: All other permanent rules apply, including no retention of Chinook jacks (<24-inches)
downstream of the Tongue Point-Rocky Point line until October 1.

Season 2: Tuesday October 1 through Tuesday December 31, 2013

Daily bag Two adult salmon or steelhead. All other permanent rules apply.

limit:

Area Buoy 10 upstream to the Warrior Rock line (a line from the Warrior Rock Lighthouse on
the Oregon shore through red buoy #4 to the orange marker atop the dolphin on the
Washington shore).

2013 Columbia River Fall Chinook Recreational Fishery

Warrior Rock line upstream to Bonneville Dam

Effective Friday September 13 through Tuesday December 31: the daily bag limit will
include up to two adult Chinook in the area from the Warrior Rock line upstream to
Bonneville Dam.

2013 Columbia River Fall Chinook Recreational Fishery

Tongue Point/Rocky Point Line upstream to the Highway 395 Bridge near Pasco, WA.

Effective Friday September 13 through Tuesday December 31: each (legal) angler aboard a
vessel may continue to deploy angling gear until the daily limit of salmon/steelhead for all
licensed and juvenile anglers aboard has been achieved.

Future Hearings: A Compact hearing is scheduled for 4:00 p.m. Wednesday September 18 via
teleconference to consider additional treaty and non-Indian commercial fisheries.
