Treaty Indian winter fishery

STOCK STATUS

Stock status and historic winter season harvest data are reported in the 2015
Sturgeon/Smelt Joint Staff Report referenced in Fact Sheet 2a.

The Sturgeon Management Task Force met on January 21 to consider the latest stock
assessment for The Dalles Pool as well as other Zone 6 sturgeon management issues.

Based on the updated stock assessment for The Dalles Pool, the Task Force recommended
that the total harvest guideline be 425 with 325 allocated to the tribal commercial fishery
and 100 allocated to the sport fishery.

The tribal commercial harvest guidelines are 1,000 for the John Day Pool and 1,100 for the
Bonneville Pool.

There is no specific harvest guideline for sturgeon retained for subsistence purposes. The
five year average Zone 6 subsistence catch is 470.

TREATY INDIAN FISHERIES

Under permanent regulations, the sturgeon setline fishery in Zone 6 is open from January
1-31 Low effort and low catch in this fishery is typical. Preliminary harvest estimates
through January 26 total 58 fish all from the John Day pool.

The Compact adopted permanent regulations for a winter gillnet fishery in Zone 6 from
noon February 1 to 6:00 p.m. March 21. The tribes have elected to make modifications to
this framework season. The have decided gillnet openings will begin at 6:00 AM. The
tribes will also postpone the gillnet opening the Bonneville Pool until February 23.

Depending on the number of fish remaining on The Dalles and John Day commercial
guidelines, the tribes expect to set additional weekly fishing periods beginning February
24. The tribes will ask for a Compact Hearing on Monday February 23 at 1:00 PM to
consider enacting regulations effective at 6:00 AM on Tuesday February 24.

The tribes will take action to close the sturgeon fisheries in any of the Zone 6 reservoirs if
the commercial harvest guidelines are expected to be met.

The tribal bank fishery downstream of Bonneville Dam which occurs under the terms of
MOU’s and MOA’s with the states of Oregon and Washington remains closed at this time.
The tribes will notify the states if and when this area opens, which will likely not occur
until later in the spring.
