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Fisheries under consideration:  Non-Indian commercial fisheries

Management guidelines and run forecasts for the 2006 spring season were presented in
the Winter Fact Sheet #2 (January 26, 2006)

2006 non-treaty spring Chinook fisheries will operate under the Commission’s direction for
allocation of upriver Chinook impacts: 57% (1.14% impact rate) to recreational fisheries and
43% (0.86% impact rate) to commercial fisheries.

The Compact directed management staff to initially conduct all fisheries with a 25% buffer
for upriver spring Chinook.

The Compact adopted the following allocations:

Impacts associated with the commercial shad fishery (<0.01%) will occur after a runsize update is available and
will be incorporated into the commercial allocation.

Impacts associated with the lower Columbia steelhead fishery (<0.01% if no Chinook retention May 15-Jun 15)
will occur after a runsize update is available and will be incorporated into the recreational allocation.

NON-INDIAN COMMERCIAL FISHERIES

2006 Winter Commercial Sturgeon Fishery

The fishery concluded on February 22 with landings of 276 white sturgeon and 39 spring
Chinook.

Catch was below expectations due to poor river conditions early in the season and low effort.

Based on sampling of 19 spring Chinook landed (49% sample rate), 100% were of lower
river origin.



2006 Winter Select Area Fisheries

e Preliminary landings for winter fisheries in Youngs Bay through February 27 (four fishing
periods) include nine spring Chinook and three white sturgeon. Based on 100% sampling,
one fish (11%) was of upriver origin.

¢ No fish have been landed in either Blind Slough or Deep River winter fisheries through
February 28 (two fishing periods in each).

2006 Winter Salmon Fisheries

e February 23 marked the first commercial fishing period for spring salmon. An 18-hour, large
mesh fishery resulted in landings of 26 spring Chinook and 18 white sturgeon. Lower river
Chinook comprised 90% of the landings, based on visual observations.

Regulations were adopted at January 26, 2006 Compact, which include: Use of recovery boxes,
limited soak times, red cork and lighted buoy requirements and cooperation of vessel operators to
allow state monitors onboard to observe and collect data.

Quick Reporting Rule for Washington buyers.

e Chinook catch should be primarily lower river stock. Steelhead handle is expected to be

minimal.

e Test fishing is scheduled to occur again on Sunday March 5.
