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Yakima River Fall Salmon Fishery 
The fall salmon fishery opened in the lower Yakima River on September 1.  This past week WDFW staff 
interviewed 27 anglers fishing for salmon with 1 adult chinook and 1 jack harvested.  For the week, 
anglers averaged 1 Chinook for 17 hours of fishing. 
 
There were an estimated 7 adult chinook and 2 jacks harvested this past week from 408 angler trips.  
Only 64 adult fall chinook and 15 jacks have moved upstream through Prosser to date this year. Adult 
fish counts picked up at Bonneville this past week.
