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Lower Hanford Reach Steelhead Sport Fishery 
The lower Hanford Reach is open for steelhead fishing from the wooden powerline towers at the old 
Hanford townsite downstream to the Hwy 395 bridge at Pasco/Kennewick.  Only Ringold Springs 
Hatchery origin steelhead could be harvested during the month of October. Steelhead reared and 
release at the Hatchery are adipose and right ventral fin clipped.  Effective November 1, any hatchery 
steelhead may be harvested in this fishery. 
 
An estimated 126 steelhead were landed in October in the Hanford Reach steelhead sport fishery.  Of 
these, 91 hatchery steelhead were harvested, 5 adipose fin clipped steelhead and 30 unclipped 
steelhead were caught and released. 
 
In October of 2014, anglers landed 157 steelhead and harvested 113 hatchery steelhead. 
 
Fishing has improved over the past two weeks. Last week 104 anglers caught 34 steelhead, 29 hatchery 
and 5 wild.  Anglers averaged 12 hours per steelhead from the bank and 8.5 hours per steelhead by 
boat.
