
 Master Hunter Shooting Proficiency Certification 
 
 Shotgun shooters must shoot a minimum qualifying score of 20 out of 25 targets (80%) on either a skeet or a trap field. 

Rifle shooters must shoot a minimum qualifying score of 60% off-hand at 50 yards and 80% off a rest at 100 yards on a 
B-3 target. 
Muzzleloaders must shoot the same targets and qualifying scores as rifle shooters, but the distances are 50 yards and 75 
yards . 
Archery shooters must shoot at the same B-3 target at 10, 20 and 30 yards with minimum scores of 80%, 70% and 60%. 
Handgun shooters must shoot a minimum qualifying score of 60% off-hand at 25 yards and 80% off a rest at 50 yards on 
a B-3 target.    Check the web site (http://wdfw.wa.gov/hunting/masterhunter/) for more information. 
 
Rifle, muzzleloader, archery and handgun shooters must shoot ten consecutive shots fired from each distance.

3. Print the address of the individual who witnessed you attain your qualifying score. 
 
4. Take this form to a notary public in your area. 
 
5. Explain that this form must be notarized before returning it to the Olympia office; print the necessary 

information for name, address, etc. 
 
6. Sign your name above the Master Hunter signature block. 
 
7. Date the form in the right-hand corner opposite your signature. 
 
8. Instruct the Notary Public to place his/her seal, signature and date in the lower center portion of the form.
