The plan identifies needs and 

guides activities on the area based on the 

Washington Department of Fish and 

Wildlife (WDFW) Mission of ñSound 

Stewardship of Fish and Wildlifeò and 

its underlying statewide goals and  

 

objectives as they apply to local conditions. 

 

Plans are updated annually as habitat and species conditions change, as new regulations and 

scientific knowledge develop, as public issues and concerns evolve, and as administration of 

wildlife areas change.  This management plan update also includes 2008 accomplishments, new 

issues, new land management strategies and performance measures for 2009.

2009 Performance Measures 

 

Performance measures for the Driscoll Island Wildlife Area are listed below.  Accomplishments 

and progress toward desired outcomes will be monitored and evaluated annually. 

 

1) Grid for weeds on 100 acres. 

2) Complete mapping via GPS not completed in 2008.  Produce a comprehensive GIS map. 

3) Assess shrub survival planted for 1998-2002 WHIP project and replace shrubs that died. 

4) Check and maintain shrub watering system. 

5) Continue to seek funding for bridge and trial system on Driscoll Island. 

6) Remove old scrap iron and metal debris from wildlife area.
