Stormwater will be conveyed to 5 ponds, treated through
settling, and then infiltrated. The existing parking lot will be paved and accessible vault toilets
will beinstalled. A timber pile pier will be demolished. A new pre-cast and cast-in-place
concrete boat launch with loading floats will be installed at the old pier site. The current boat
launch will be abandoned and restored to marine habitat.
