Name of Proposal: SCATTER CREEK WILDLIFE AREA DOUGLAS-FIR SAW-TOPPING
PROJECT

Description of Proposal: Thisis an oak habitat enhancement project designed to remove
Douglas-fir trees that are over-topping and shading out Oregon White Oaks. Twenty to forty
Douglas-fir trees will be saw-topped between 15 and 45 feet above the ground and their limbs
will be removed. Holes will be drilled in each one and dowels inoculated with a native rot-
producing fungus will be driven into the hole. Two to five dowels will be driven into each trunk.
The goal isto increase the growth and vigor of the oaks that are currently shaded by the Douglas-
fir trees and to provide cavities for cavity nesting birds and mammals in the Douglas-fir trunks
that have been treated with fungus-inoculated dowels.
