Description of proposal: The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Spokane district is 
proposing to implement an Allotment Management Plan (AMP) and renew a lease for 10 years 
on grazing allotment 3600647. This approximately 15,323- acre parcel is an “I” (Improve) 
selective management category grazing allotment and is situated about 14 miles southwest of the 
community of Davenport in Lincoln County, Washington.   
Within the allotment area, the BLM is also proposing to restore about 48 acres of depressional 
wetlands in the Lake Creek drainage area. The wetland restoration project is being developed 
cooperatively by the Bureau of Land Management, Ducks Unlimited, and Washington 
Department of Fish and Wildlife. The primary goal of this project is to restore hydrologic 
function to Lake Creek below Wall Lake and above Upper Twin Lake, which was channelized 
for agricultural purposes in the 1950s.
