Thank you for your comment on the Beebe Springs Natural Area Fishing Pond project. We realize
that soil contamination is a concern in Chelan County, especially in areas with a history of orchard
land use. We have had soil samples from Beebe Springs tested during several previous construction
phases and have found elevated levels of lead, arsenic, and organochlorine pesticides. As with other
construction projects at Beebe Springs, we will treat all soils as contaminated and mitigate as
necessary. For this project the pond will be constructed with a liner and imported soil will be used to
cap areas around the pond and constructed outlet channel.
