The Joint Aquatic Resource Permit Application (JARPA) mentions work in shoreline
jurisdiction of Newaukum River. This is likely an unlisted use and would require a Water
Dependent Conditional Use Permit and a Substantial Development Permit. The project also
shows work below the ordinary high water mark (OHWM) of the Newaukum River. This
will probably require a 401/404 Certification. | recommend the applicant contact the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers early in the process.
