Describe pond and other rearing habitat:  The inital 863 meters is in an old ditch that was excavated around the
perimeter of a cornfield. The water is slow-moving and pooled, the substrate is mud-bottomed and there is good brushy
cover along the right bank. There is large amounts of duckweed in places as well as canary grass along the left bank.
There are several small beaver dams throughout this system. At 560 meters, there is small trib on the right bank. It
flows through a small, wet wooded area to the north of the comnfield and has mostly pooled habitat. There is skunk
cabbage and water parsley present.
