This small tributary is high gradient at the lower end which makes coho access doubtfull. There is over 1700
square meters of good over-wintering potential in this site, however no fish were observed on the day of the survey.

Describe spawning habitat: Most of the spawning habitat is located within the intitial 305 meters of the site. There is
some 2" to 4" gravel located downstream of the first culvert (LP60) and there is some pea gravel located in-between the
first culvert and the second culvert (LP61). There is good brushy cover present from salmonberry and vine maple.

Describe pond and other rearing habitat: The initial 94 meters is in a small draw that starts off at 13% grade and
ends at 9% grade. It has riffles, step pools and cascades. From 94 meters to the end of the survey, the stream
averaged 3% grade and did not go above 5%. It was moslty slow-moving and pooled with a substrate that was chiefly
mud/sand. The channel width ranged from 2 meters to 0.6 meters. The canopy cover changed from a stand of mature
hardwoods to a young Douglas Fir plantation and then to a stand of mature conifers. There was good brushy cover
throughout the survey.

Describe; This stream gains in é!evation quickly and there is no threat of the mainstem ﬂdoding this site.

Describe: There is a small pool and good amounts of woody debris present in the entry area. However, the
initiat 63 meters of the site ranges from 11% to 13% grade which makes fish access for a stream this size doubtfull.

Describe:  Coho access into this site is doubtfull because of the high gradient situation at the lower end of the
site. There were good amounts of coho fry observed in the mainstem (trib 05.0079) on the day of the survey but none
were observed in this site.

Describe: It is possible for this site to get some trout use but none were observed on the day of the survey.

ENHANCEMENT OPPORTUNITIES: There are two partial barrier culverts on this site (LP60 and LP&1) that could
be repaired.
