Describe spawning habitat: The gravel size ranges from 1" to 3"; there is good cover from heavy blackberry brush;
and there is a small amount of instream cover. The creek may be only usable to adult spawners during high flow
periods.

Describe pond and other rearing habitat: The initial 123 meters has a mud/gravel substrate, the channel is canary
grass-choked in places and there is little over head cover. At 123 meters is a 57 meter long culvert (LP18 in the culvert
inventory). Above the culvert there is a gravel/cobble substrate, stream gradient ranges from 5% to 7.5% and there is
good cover from heavy blackberries. Above Highway 9, there is usable habitat for the first 34 meters, then the stream
gradient is at 20%.

Describe: This site shows no evidence of flood damage. There is a storm drain system that flows into the Hwy
9 culvert and this will increase flows during high flow periods.
