Starting at Forks (Tillicum Park), drive north on Highway 101 for 14.2 miles (mp 2086) to Bear

" Creek Road. Take a left on this road and follow for 1.7 miles. The double culvert crossing is Anton
Creek (S-0330). Follow the creek downstream for 670 meters - channel is near the egress with
Bear Creek. There is a private driveway to undeveloped lots at 1.85 miles. Walk in and stay to the
west. Driveway ends north of the pond.

This is a small off-channel pond that is in close proximity and influenced by Bear Creek. It has
sedges for cover but lacks woody debris. There are some trees and brush along the parameter.
The egress channel is restrictive except during high flows.
