Fork Hoh Campground. Continue on the H-1000 pass the campground and up the hill. Turn left at the top
of the hill onto the H-1088. Follow the H-1088 to the SH-R1 area. (See site direction map).

FISH ACCESS AND CURRENT USE: None. May allow some winter rearing.

FLOODING POTENTIAL: Low.
LANDOWNER: Unknown at this time. Assume mostly DNR and ONP.

COMMENTS & RECOMMENDATIONS: SH-R1-02 is comprised of a small, elongated, wall-based,
marsh, which is currently dry. The marsh appears to have water to a depth of 2 ft when full. The egress:
from the marsh area is a shallow mossy depression. The lower 20 m of the egress is incised up to 4 ft and
there is a 4 ft cascade at the mouth. This would seem to indicate a significant winter flow. SH-R1-02 is
located just upstream of a similar small marsh (see SH-R1-01). Need to see this channel during winter
flows to determine if habitat improvements would be feasible.
