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Hi Everyone,
This email is to provide you a weekly in-season update on the Willapa Bay marine area 2.1 recreational 
fishery from September 7 through September 13, 2020 (management week 37) as well as other fishery 
related information currently happening in Willapa Bay.

Recreational Marine Fishery
Since our last update, we have some decent fishing in the last week even though effort is down by about a 
third compared to last management week. Despite the commercial fishery starting last week, the 
recreational effort was higher than expected especially over the weekend, with Saturday, Sept 12, the 
busiest day of this management week. Fishing was also pretty good over the last week especially over the 
weekend where most of the fish caught were coho. Hatchery Chinook catch declined by about half and 
that is to be expected given the time of the year and the run timing of Chinook in Willapa Bay. Coho catch 
increased by about 158% compared to the previous week. We did have a few unmarked Chinook 
retained (illegal to retain this year) in the fishery last week as well. Effort is expected to decline over the 
next two weeks of the recreational monitoring on the dock as other things begin in the fall such as 
hunting. The rain we received yesterday should help move fish through the bay and into the rivers to 
either spawn in the rivers or get to the hatcheries for broodstock. Due to the poor air quality the last 
week across Washington, we reduced our time on the docks monitoring over the weekend and yesterday 
as well as eliminated a boat survey to diminish our staff s exposure to those conditions. (See

Hatchery Chinook Rack Returns
Naselle Hatchery:
We had quite a few Chinook recruit into the attraction channel over the last few days. To-date, there are 
1,200 hatchery Chinook (1,157 adults and 43 jacks) that have volunteered into the hatchery. Of those, 55 
were natural Chinook. All natural fish were passed upstream above the weir. We have had 74 hatchery 
Chinook die since recruiting into the hatchery. None of the mortalities were natural Chinook. We will 
begin Chinook spawning at the hatcheries in Willapa Bay next week so in next week's email we will be 
including the broodstock information we have in this weekly email. (See attachment; Naselle Hatchery 
Adult CHKSummary 09.16.2020.pdf).

Spawning Ground Surveys
Historically, this is the first week we see more Chinook spawning in our rivers in Willapa Bay. The 
current air quality conditions have made it difficult to get our surveys completed this week. Typically, we 
will see 0-15 redds this week in our lower indexes just above tidewater. This year, the rivers are 
extremely low, even for this time of year. We have a good number of fish staging in the rivers below the 
weirs in the Naselle and Nemah rivers. We will see a lot of spawning next week. The little bit of rain we 
have received will get fish moving from tidewater and the rain will help the rivers cool down from the 
warm summer weather.

Commercial Fishery
The commercial fishery began fishing last week on September 8. There was one day scheduled on 
Tuesday, September 8 in area 2U and another scheduled on September 9 in area 2N. Effort for those days 
were consistent with what we have seen historically using tangle net gear in recent years. However, 
Chinook and coho encounters were much higher than we predicted preseason. Prior to the last day 
scheduled last week, September 11, the Department made an in-season change to the fishery. The 
Department closed commercial fishing on September 11 as well as the day scheduled for this past 
Monday, September 14. Due to the weather system this week that came in weaker than initially expected 
and the lack of Chinook recruitment to hatchery facilities necessary to meet escapement objectives and
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this coupled with the high encounter rate of unmarked Chinook in the commercial fisheries prosecuted 
so far, The Department has decided to make additional changes to the upcoming commercial schedule for 
this week and next week via emergency regulation. We have a commercial day scheduled for tomorrow, 
September 17 and the Department has made the following changes to this fishery. First, the Department 
is closing area 2M and 2U to salmon fishing for tomorrow. The only two areas that will remain open to 
salmon fishing during the commercial opener tomorrow will be 2T and 2N using tangle net gear. Second, 
the Department is shifting the two scheduled days next week by one day from Monday, September 21, 
and Thursday, September 24, to Tuesday, September 22, and Friday, September 25. Third, the 
Department is also switching the allowable gear for next week's commercial fishing from small mesh gear 
to the smaller tangle net gear. All other rules for the commercial fishery will remain in effect.

As always, in-season data is preliminary and subject to change. This email and any attachments will be 
posted to our website using the link provided below for the Willapa Bay Marine Area 2.1 Recreational 
Creel Monitoring.
