• Thirteen hunted populations 
 

• Intensive monitoring of populations 
size and production 
 

• Harvest mature rams when ram 
populations are meeting objectives 
 Herd > 50 bighorns 
 8 rams > ½ curl & 2 > ¾ curl 
 10-20% of mature rams 

 
• Stable bighorn sheep populations
